The following guidelines and election process will determine who the undergraduate senior class student speaker will be for May Commencement 2010:

SENIOR CLASS SPEAKER: 

The senior class speaker speaks on behalf of the senior class during the Commencement ceremony.  The senior class speaker represents the senior class and being selected is an honor; therefore, all nominees must have at least a 3.25 cumulative grade point average and have contributed in a positive and substantial way to life on campus.  Students applying for speaker must be on good academic and disciplinary status.

HOW DO I APPLY TO BE THE STUDENT SPEAKER?  

To apply to be student speaker, please complete the below information and return it to the Student Activities Office by Friday, March 12th.  You will need to submit a short summary of what you hope to say/perform during your speech.  In addition, you will need a recommendation from one faculty member to support your application.

WHAT WILL HAPPEN AFTER STUDENTS APPLY?

Students meeting the requirements will have an interview with a committee of students, faculty, and staff.  The top candidates from the interview process will be placed on a ballot, and their speech summaries will be published for seniors to read prior to voting.

The election will take place in the Student Activities Office from 9 am – 4:30 pm on

March 22nd-26th.  This should allow every graduating senior an opportunity to participate in the election.  You will need a current student I.D. to vote.  The student selected will be announced on Friday, April 2nd.  The selected speaker will then meet with Megan Miller, the Director of Student Activities, to prepare for the speech.
